WHAT DOES IT
MEAN TO BE A
PRESBYTERIAN?

Presbyterians trace their history to

the 16th century and the Protestant
Reformation. Our heritage, and much

of what we believe, began with the
French lawyer John Calvin (1509-1564),
whose writings crystallized much of the
Reformed thinking that came before him.

Presbyterians are distinctive in two major
ways: they adhere to a pattern of religious
thought known as Reformed theology
and a form of government that stresses
the active, representational leadership of
both ministers and church members.

Some of the principles articulated

by John Calvin remain at the core of
Presbyterian beliefs. Among these are
the sovereignty of God, the authority

of the scripture, justification by grace
through faith and the priesthood of all
believers. What they mean is that God is
the supreme authority throughout the
universe. Our knowledge of God and
God's purpose for humanity comes from
the Bible, particularly what is revealed in
the New Testament through the life of
Jesus Christ. Our salvation (justification)
through Jesus is God's generous gift

to us and not the result of our own
accomplishments. It is everyone's job -
ministers and lay people alike - to share
this Good News with the whole world.
That is also why the Presbyterian church
is governed at all levels by a combination
of clergy and laity, men and women alike.

CLIFF NUNN

On May 25, the entire Presbyterian community mourned
the passing of Rev. Cliff Nunn, who served as pastor of
the First Presbyterian Church of New Orleans for 14
years. LVPC will host a memorial in Rev. Nunn’s honor
on October 23.

In the aftermath of Hurricane Katrina, many members of
our church traveled to New Orleans to provide assistance.
Everyone came back with a great Cliff story. “There were
hundreds of people who stayed at First Presbyterian,”
recalls Sandy Roberts, “ but Cliff remembered everyone.”

Volunteers on the work trips were lucky enough to get the “Cliff Tour” at the

end of their work in New Orleans. Cliff took us to various spots that highlighted

the devastation. He added his unique and touching perspective to our members’
experience and broadened our understanding of the storm. On the most recent trip
this April, I got the VIP seat in Cliff’s car and heard firsthand his stories of the city,
before and after the hurricane hit. I was struck by his unshakeable faith, his devotion
to his church, and his commitment to justice for the city of New Orleans.

Cliff returned to New Orleans
immediately after the storm hit and
literally talked his way into a restricted
area, telling police that he had to get
back to his church. He and his wife,
Nieta, lived on the church grounds in
a trailer for nine months during the
reconstruction. Cliff devoted his life
and his heart to the rebuilding of his
church and his city. He brought with
this devotion a thoughtful and faithful
heart and a dedication to justice. First
Presbyterian Church became LVPC’s
sister church and both churches have
truly been blessed by the other’s influence
and inspiration. Cliff used LVPC as a
model while he worked to rebuild First
Presbyterian. We received the strong,
faithful spirit of New Orleans as our
work groups returned each year with
stories of the Gulf Coast and our leader,
Cliff Nunn.?

JUSTICE
REVIVAL

Revivals may evoke thoughts of sweltering
tents and evangelizing preachers. But a
coalition of area clergy hope October’s
Lakeview Justice Revival re-energizes and
revives members of the community to
continue social justice work — and at the
same time raises a few eyebrows.

Pastor Joy says the name of the two-day
ecumenical seminar and workshop being
held at the church is deliberately provoc-
ative. But to assuage fears, the group cau-
tions: “this ain’t your grandpa’s revival.”

“The way a regular revival is supposed

to rev you up for being a Christian, this
revival is to rev you up for social justice,”
she says.

Organized by ministers of eight progres-
sive churches in the neighborhood, all of
which are involved in different aspects
of social justice work, leaders hope the
event draws more than 150 people, who
will leave the revival inspired, revived
and ready to witness to the challenges in
the community.

“It can be very tiring to do justice work,”
Joy says. “We’ll try to talk about why

we do what we do and what it is about
being a Christian that compels you to
work for social justice in the world.”

The revival begins at 7:00 p.m. on Friday,
October 24 with an inspirational and
progressive worship service led by Kazi
Joshua, a former faculty member at
North Park Theological Seminary who
now works as coordinator of enrollment
management for multicultural develop-
ment at the Illinois Math and Science
Academy.

On Saturday, the group will reconvene
to hold a series of workshops and
discussion groups.

The event is being sponsored by LVPC,
Bethlehem United Church of Christ,
Broadway United Methodist Church,
Holy Trinity Lutheran Church, Lake
View Lutheran Church, Resurrection
Covenant Church, Resurrection
Lutheran Church, and St. Peter’s
Episcopal Church.?
